Haferboden is a historic granary

at Gut Waitzrodt — half-timbering, oak

beams, natural stone, set within a country

estate whose manor house dates back to

1802. What stands here has stood for

generations. And you feel it the moment you

pass through the gate.

We don’t come from the events industry. We

come from Northern Hesse — from the land,

from the farm, from real life. So we stage

nothing. We simply open a place with enough

character to carry your day without

overshadowing it.

Here a wedding unfolds at its own pace:

much is possible, little is prescribed. You

won’t get an off-the-shelf running order, but a

frame — and people who help you fill it.

Arrival & getting ready.

The first guests, a quiet start in the courtyard, last preparations in borrowed stillness — before the

day gathers pace.

MIDDAY

By arrangement we set up your ceremony space in the courtyard or across the grounds — carried

by space, half-timbering and the light of the day.

AFTERNOON

Reception & congratulations.

The hour between vows and feast: sparkling wine on the terrace, canapés in the courtyard, time

for every guest and the first photographs.

EVEN ING

The feast in the hall.
Warm light, long oak, many familiar faces. Your caterer’s dinner, your speeches, your music.

N IGHT

Dancing & the long goodbye.

The first dance in the granary, the bar in the foyer, firelight under the open sky — and a weekend

that needn’t end at midnight.

Yes — by arrangement we set up a ceremony

space in the courtyard or grounds. You bring your

own celebrant or registrar.

May we choose our own caterer?

Gladly. You choose your caterer freely — we agree

the wash-up and service requirements together in

advance.

What about bad weather?

The hall and covered terrace catch any plan. Your

day stays weatherproof without losing

atmosphere.

How long may we celebrate?

The venue can be used across the weekend —

with time for setup, a rehearsal and a calm

farewell the day after.

Are there fixed packages?

No. Every proposal is tailored to your day — you

pay for what you truly need.

Is there parking?

Yes, right at the farm. Wi-Fi is included as a matter

of course.

How does a date become binding?

After a conversation and viewing you receive an

individual proposal. The date becomes binding

upon receipt of the agreed deposit.
